A Note from Our Pastor: 
 

To the Cradock Baptist Family: 
 

   The legacy of the Cradock Baptist Church has been in the ministry of the Cradock area for over 
100 years, but with the neighborhood changing and having an older congregation, we have 
dwelled down a few faith souls.  In the past year to six months, my prayer along with others has 
been, Lord if you want this ministry to continue, we will need financial help.  Do not say God 
does not answer prayers, because He does.  About two months ago, the church learned that a 
faithful soul left her whole estate to the church.  We are presently in the process of transferring 
her estate to the church, but it takes time and the estimate ranges from six months to 18 months. 
 

   If you have been keeping tabs on the giving printed in the bulletin each week, you will see that 
receipts are way down; nowhere close to the $1,800.00 needed to meet the weekly church budget.  
In the interim, it is obvious that we are running short as we have had unexpected building ex-
penses that could not have been foreseen.  Thus, we closed out a CD and put it in the general fund 
in order to meet expenses.  For time being we are fine, but the possibility of the church running 
short on funds before the estate can be transferred, we have added a line to the Endowment Fund, 
which is a change to the bylaws of this fund, so it could be used in emergencies to keep the 
church running.  The last line of the Endowment Fund was changed to read:  "Neither shall the 
monies be borrowed from the Fund or collateralized or assigned, with exception to include 
emergencies within the Church and to continue the mission of the Church."  This was pre-
sented to the church on May 28th and voted on two weeks later on 8 June. This was done simply 
to meet the church's financial needs in an emergency. Also, during the meeting on 8 June, a mo-
tion was made and passed that if we did have to use some of the Endowment Fund to meet ex-
penses before the estate transfers, once the estate is available, we would return whatever money 
used from the Endowment Fund back into the account. 
 

   Thus, if you want to continue to share in the ministry 
of Cradock Baptist, then we will gladly accept any do-
nations you want to send our way!  
 

   The present status of the steeple lies with the archi-
tect, the contractor and the structural engineer to meet 
within the next week to plan the replacement of the 
steeple.  God help us that meeting and progress hap-
pens!
