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A Note from Our Pastor:
Dear Cradock Family:

The last six or seven years have really tested the resolve of the membership of Cradock Bap-
tist to do what was necessary to keep the church going especially during Covid. I first want
to express my sincere appreciation to all who thought out of the box to find ways to minister
when we were prohibited to meet because of the virus. Thus the worshiping idea came about
to broadcast outside of the sanctuary where people could come and sit in their cars and wor-
ship together. It was a huge success and the ministry of Cradock Baptist reached our congre-
gation, along with the community and on Facebook.

Before Covid, the sanctuary heat and air conditioning unit stopped working and needed to
be replaced. The least expensive estimate was almost $97,000 and we looked at each other
and wondered how we could raise that much money, as the church did not have it. We
started the Capital Campaign Fund and we asked old and new members to contribute what
they could. As I reflect now, how gracious all of your were and how the Lord stood by us tell-
ing us that Cradock Baptist's ministry was important and with His help we raised over
$100.000. Thus, the heating and air conditioning system was replaced and is working fine. 1
cannot praise all of you enough who contributed to make that happen. Needless to say the
Lord has been good to us and Cradock Baptist's ministry continues as we speak.

Then came the steeple blowing off and we are still working on replacing it even though it
has been extremely slow. Thus far, our insurance company, Brotherhood Mutual, has pro-
vided all the money to complete the task, but the jury is still out as to final completion.

Because the congregation is older, the Lord has had a hand in taking our saints home, thus
we are down to less than twenty. This has put a crimp in the church's finances and we have
had to make some adjustments in how
several funds are used in order to pay our
bills. But then the Lord answered another
prayer, that being, He would meet our
church's needs if we put Him first in our
church and kept the faith to minister to
the Cradock Community. He led an older
member to leave her estate to the church,
which when all settled, will sustain us for
several years.
